Obama city, where Aoike Academy is located, faces the resource rich Wakasa bay along the
coastline of the Sea of Japan. The city used to be known as “Miketsukuni”, a region that
produced food offerings for the Imperial Court in the ancient capital of Kyoto, and made
significant contributions to the development of Japanese culinary culture.

In Heian period (794-1185), Obama city became a key traffic hub that connected China and
Korea, and the capital of Kyoto. As a result, multicultural goods and people poured into the
city, and local ports and towns flourished along the route. The old temples, shrines, Buddhist
statues, local festivals, as well as the historical townscape along the road to Kyoto, are the
legacy of that era which was recognized as a “Cultural Heritage Linking the Sea to the Ancient
Capital”, the first Japan Cultural Heritage granted by the Agency of the Cultural Affairs in
April, 2015.

I hope students experience Japanese tradition and enjoy learning Japanese in this historical
and nature-rich city.
